Off-to-University Essentials Checklist

Every university has different rules on item that are allowed in dorm rooms. We recommend
that you may bring some of the following or purchase in Thailand:

1. Bedding sets: single bed (size 6ft x 3ft or 198cm x 91cm)
Comforter/bedspread, sheets, pillow & pillowcases, blanket

. Laundry & toiletries
Laundry bag/basket, towels, bathrobe, hangers, shower cap, shampoo, soap,
toothbrush/paste, comb, moisturizer/sunscreen, dental floss.

. Stationeries

. First Aid medication: if you are on special medications

. Electrical Appliances
Extension cords, headphones, camera, portable speaker, 3-2 prong adapters, charger

The following appliances can be used/allowed in a room: computers, electric kettle/thermos,
rice cooker, hair dryer, small refrigerator

The following appliances are not allowed in a room: electric skillet or devices that use wire
coils, homemade or damaged appliances, TV set

. School Uniform: in case we do not have your size, you can bring your own white shirt, black
skirt, black trouser.

. Shoes: Any closed black (shoes and laces) for the school, formal shoes for special occasion
and sandals.

. National Costume: please bring your national costume. You will wear it during the
University cultural day or special event presented by your respective country.

. Clothing: casual & formal clothes, light jacket, pajamas, long sleeve shirts, socks, sweaters,
sneakers or comfortable walking shoes, scarf/hat.

10. Shared Items (with roommate)
Doormat, broom, window curtain, dorm room decor

11. Miscellaneous: shoe rack, bucket, iron/iron board, shoes, mini sewing kit, slippers, raincoat,
umbrella, flashlight, mosquitos net, music instrument, sport equipment or sleeping bag.

12. Important Documents: passport, copy of your acceptance letter, international driving
license (if it’s still valid), international health insurance (if it’s acceptable in Thailand),
national ID card, copy of your birth certificate (certain embassy will ask for it when you
renew your passport)
